Our Courses
A variety of courses are available to students at Kings Hall College, ranging from courses for
beginners, who are taking their first steps to learn English, to courses for advanced students
who want to prepare for university.

Availability
Our courses are available year round. Kings Hall College is closed on bank holidays observed in
the U.K. In 2025, this includes New Year’s Day (1st January), Good Friday (18th April),
Easter Monday (21st April), Early May bank holiday (5th May), Spring bank holiday (26th May),
Summer bank holiday (25th August), Christmas Day (25th December), and Boxing Day
(26th December).

Class Times
Our classes run from Monday-Friday each week and are available in the morning and the
afternoon.

Class Sizes
Class sizes range from 4-16 students per class, ensuring that all students have a high amount of
contact time with their teacher. Class sizes may peak to 20 students per class during our peak
season (June, July, and August).
